The Committee must make specific recommendations to the Governor and General Assembly pertaining to any reorganization of disabled children services, changes in statutes and policies, and reallocation of funding which would provide better coordination of services, promote greater efficiency and cost effectiveness in service delivery, maximize the utilization of federal and other sources of funding, and eliminate duplication of services.   A report of the committee’s recommendations shall be submitted to the Governor, Senate Finance and the Ways and Means Committee by January 15, 2003.


Professional and clerical staff for the committee must be provided jointly by the staffs of the Governor’s Office, Senate, and House of Representatives.  In addition, staffs of the following state agencies are to provide support staff or any other assistance deemed necessary by the Committee to carry out its duties and responsibilities: Continuum of Care, the Departments of Social Services, Disabilities and Special Needs, Mental Health, Education and Juvenile Justice.
