Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION	1.	Section 16‑3‑1180(A)(3)(a) is amended to read:

	“(a)	claimant is deprived of that income for at least two consecutive weeks one work day, notwithstanding the minimum loss requirement pursuant to subsection (D);”

SECTION	2.	This act takes effect upon approval by the Governor.
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
