Whereas, with an accomplished career in law enforcement, Sheriff Garrett had served as the chief of police for the City of Manning and as the sheriff for Clarendon County; and

Whereas, he was preceded in death by his wife, Barbara Brock Garrett, and his brother, Michael Allen Garrett; and

Whereas, he is survived by three daughters, Lamonda Sweat, Christina Garrett, and Brittney Garrett; two grandchildren, Dori Sweat and Jake Sweat; two brothers, Adam Carroll and Randy Lee Garrett III (Melissa); a sister, Jo Ann Buchanan (Charles); and a stepmother, Betty Garrett.
