(A)	All state agencies and departments, including institutions of higher learning, and all agencies and departments of political subdivisions of this State, including school districts, must prohibit its electronic devices from accessing and using websites and applications that threaten cybersecurity and infrastructure from foreign and domestic threats, such as “TikTok” and other Chinese‑owned applications.

Upon request, the department shall assist all other agencies and departments to which subsection (A) applies with security from such threats.
