AGENCY’S DISCUSSION AND ANALYSIS 
  
The South Carolina Department of Health and Environmental Control (DHEC) is charged with 
promoting and protecting the health of the public and the environment in South Carolina. With more 
than 3,400 employees working in approximately 100 locations across the state, DHEC instills a people-
first approach to all that we do. This includes working with our partners, communities, and others to 
help every South Carolinian have the access, resources, and information they need to improve the 
environment in which they live, make decisions that enhance their health, and have access to the 
highest quality health care.  
  
This work is implemented by our talented and dedicated team of employees who serve within DHEC’s 
four core divisions: 
  

• Environmental Affairs (EA) protects, promotes, and preserves the environment so that South 
Carolinians have clean air, land and water; and enhanced coastal resources. 

• Healthcare Quality (HQ) enhances patient safety and the quality of care by leading efforts to 
make health care in South Carolina safer, more accessible, affordable, equitable and of higher 
quality. 

• Public Health (PH) promotes community health and well-being by protecting people from 
disease, illness and injury, as well as providing access to quality care. 

• Support Services provides our agency’s program areas and teams with the necessary support to 
ensure the successful accomplishment of our mission and vision. 

  
Together, these core divisions seek to create a brighter future for all South Carolinians through their 
work to support our shared vision and mission. This includes serving as an active response agency to 
environmental and public health issues that threaten our state, such as severe weather events and 
disease outbreaks.  
  
PREPARING FOR THE FUTURE OF HEALTH AND ENVIRONMENTAL SERVICES IN A POST-PANDEMIC 
ERA  
Over the past three years, DHEC and its workforce have experienced tremendous challenges and 
transformation as our agency, state, and nation responded to a global pandemic. This includes new 
agency leadership, changing needs and priorities, and an acknowledgement of the impact of COVID-19 
on the health and well-being of our employees and the communities we serve. As a result, DHEC 
recognizes the need to continue to evaluate and adapt its strategic direction to meet changes to 
federal and state requirements; advances in science, technology and data; and the evolving needs of 
our workforce and the people we serve.  
  
DHEC also recognizes that we cannot do this work alone. Our agency relies on and works with 
numerous private and public partners across the state to accomplish these important goals and leads 
efforts to establish strong environmental and health systems that advance health and environmental 
protection at the state, regional and national levels. 
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Working together with our many employees, partners and community members, we have spent the 
past year reviewing the current structure and function of DHEC. As part of this effort, we garnered and 
received feedback from agency employees as well as external partners. We also identified areas for 
possible improvement and areas that are currently functioning well.  
  
A summary of this review and its resulting efforts are highlighted in this year’s accountability report 
and included below.  
  
EVALUATING THE CURRENT DELIVERY OF HEALTH AND ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION SERVICES 
Beginning in 2021, DHEC undertook a review of our agency’s strategic plan, organizational structure 
and service delivery processes. As part of this review, DHEC Director Dr. Edward Simmer, with approval 
from the agency’s Board, convened the Task Force to Strengthen the Health and Promote the 
Environment of South Carolina (SHaPE SC). Under the leadership of former State Senator Larry Martin 
and facilitation of Bernie Hawkins, the more than 50-member group worked diligently over six months 
to develop 28 consensus-driven recommendations to advance health and environmental services in 
South Carolina. 
  
Many of these comprehensive recommendations focused on internal process improvements that DHEC 
could begin to take immediate action on. Meanwhile, others required coordination with external 
partners as well as consideration by the legislature. Moving forward, the task force’s recommendations 
will serve as a roadmap to help DHEC chart our path toward operational excellence. To support the 
progress of these recommendations, we have identified targeted improvements in four key areas: (1.) 
salaries and workforce development, (2.) finances, (3.) services and engagement, and (4.) process 
improvement. In addition, we have:  
  

• Launched listening sessions between the agency director and teams and leaders across the 
agency to receive feedback on how we can better engage our regional teams, bureaus and 
others in agency decision-making, including strategic planning.  

• Conducted a cross-agency salary analysis for mission critical positions. 
• Continued to prioritize our workforce, infrastructure, and core services within our agency 

budget requests. 
• Directed a review of our current budget processes to support improved equitable consideration 

of all requests, while ensuring continued consideration of the impact of the request on the 
overall agency, identifying opportunities to combine efforts across deputy areas to gain greater 
effectiveness and efficiency, and ensuring oversight by the agency director who is ultimately 
responsible for all aspects of the agency. 

• Began several initiatives to improve internal agency processes, including a review of our 
personnel and business processes.  

• Implemented a new telecommuting policy and plan to help with cost savings to the agency (at 
an estimated savings of $1,232,022 in FY2022), reduce turnover in a variety of classifications 
(16.36% decrease in turnover), and boost employee morale.

• Developed and piloted a new electronic onboarding process at DHEC that allows employees to 
gain valuable knowledge about DHEC, complete various personnel forms, and upload 
documentation. 

  
Other key operational changes currently underway by DHEC: 

• Reducing the number of EA regions from eight to four, geographically matching the existing PH 
regions  

• Enhancing support to regional offices and bureaus by increasing communications, information 
technology and human resources support  

• Exploring ways to incorporate greater representation, engagement and transparency into 
decision-making at our Executive Leadership Team meetings  

• Combining EA and HQ functions related to radiologic services (including radiological health, 
radiological waste, etc.) to reside together in EA  

• Combining EA and PH rabies functions to reside together in PH, including vector control  
• Moving the food and dairy programs from EA to PH, including lead assessments   
• Moving the agency’s centralized project management and continuous quality improvement 

functions under the Office of the Chief of Staff, decentralizing where appropriate  
• Creating a Cross-Agency Disaster Response Leadership Team  
• Reviewing the various avenues for interacting with our customers with a focus on improving 

customer service and stakeholder engagement  
 
Collectively, these advancements are aimed at improving DHEC’s customer service and delivery, 
ultimately improving the quality of life for all South Carolinians.  
  
CHARTING OUR STRATEGIC PATH FORWARD  
Based on identified needs and recommendations of our employees, the SHaPE SC Task Force, and 
others, the agency has developed a “bridge” strategic plan. This new plan places a strategic emphasis 
on rebuilding our workforce and internal systems to become a stronger, more cohesive agency that 
effectively, efficiently, and sustainably fulfills our mission of promoting and protecting the health of the 
public and the environment in South Carolina.  
  
Key long-term goals outlined through the agency’s recent strategic planning process are to: 
 

Partner with stakeholders by promoting partnerships to enhance the abilities of our 
communities across the state to promote and protect healthy people and environments. 
 
Promote healthy outcomes through improving health outcomes and access to safe, quality 
health care services for all. 
 
Protect the environment by protecting, enhancing and restoring the environment, while 
promoting a balance of equitable resource management. 
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Provide quality services by advancing DHEC’s organizational capacity to provide quality 
internal and external services by focusing on workforce recruitment, retention and 
engagement; agency funding and investments; and internal process improvements. 
  

DHEC’s bridge strategic bridge plan has a shorter life span and narrower scope than a typical strategic 
plan. It allows DHEC to remain strategically focused on strengthening support for our workforce, 
infrastructure, partnerships and processes in the short term, while continuing to gather additional 
feedback from key stakeholders to inform our long-term strategies and goals. The plan will be 
implemented by our team of talented and dedicated employees.  
  
During the next two years, we plan to further collect, evaluate and use a greater cross-section of 
stakeholder and community feedback to further enhance our work, streamline our processes, and 
continue to chart our strategic path forward.  
  
ELIMINATING HEALTH DISPARITIES  
In addition to working to strengthen our workforce, infrastructure, partnerships and processes, DHEC 
has placed an increased focus on the important work being done in our communities to eliminate 
disparities. 
  
A growing body of research shows that social determinants of health—such as access to quality health 
care, education, social connectedness, healthy food, housing, wealth and employment—play a key role 
in health inequities within our communities. People in communities lacking access to these factors are 
at great risk of not only poor health outcomes, but poor outcomes in life. Addressing these social 
determinants is a vital part of health and health care.  
 
In 2022, the agency announced it will expand its own work as well as partnerships with community 
members and organizations to eliminate health disparities in our state to give all South Carolinians an 
opportunity to attain optimal health outcomes. As part of this effort, DHEC continues its work to 
address the social determinants of health and advance health equity in partnership with community 
leaders, organizations, and community members across the state. Examples of this work include the 
agency’s recent work with partners to: 
  

• Reduce disparities in COVID-19 vaccination rates 
• Establish community demonstration gardens 
• Raise awareness about diabetes and inform the public on ways to prevent this serious, chronic 

disease 
  
PREPARING FOR THE CHALLENGES OF TODAY AND TOMORROW   
As DHEC continues to move forward past the challenges of the COVID-19 pandemic, the agency is 
focusing on its strategic pathways identified within its strategic plan. One area of focus is improving the 
salaries of our valued employees across the agency. Thanks to the legislature over the last two fiscal 
years, DHEC has been able to secure funding to help improve critical positions such as those in nursing 
and environmental health as well as our lowest paid employees. This has gone a long way toward 
helping reduce differences within our agency and as compared to other similar-size agencies within the 
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state of South Carolina. This investment into our employees has helped recruit and retain a strong and 
diverse workforce across all levels. 
  
While we have been able to address several classifications within the agency, there are still areas of 
focus that DHEC plans to request legislative support to help increase salaries agencywide. These 
classifications will continue to remain among those that support the health and environment of the 
state of South Carolina, as well as other administrative support areas within DHEC that perform 
multiple roles across the agency. 
  
Our salary disparities will continue to remain a core challenge for DHEC but will be the No. 1 priority in 
upcoming budget requests to the legislature.  
  
Another challenge includes an increase in the number of federal environmental mandates, many of 
which are required of state programs without any accompanying federal funding. This has resulted in 
state programs struggling to maintain federal delegation of environmental programs from the 
Environmental Protection Agency. It has also made it difficult to achieve a level of funding to support 
core mission critical programs needed to sustain environmental improvements and address new 
challenges associated with increasing population growth in the state.  
  
DHEC appreciates the support it has received from the legislature and ultimately, the people of South 
Carolina. We will continue to work with the General Assembly and our stakeholders to ensure DHEC 
can continue its strategic path forward and fulfill its mission of promoting and protecting the health of 
the public and environment in the post-COVID-19 pandemic era.

0 Although we did not meet the projected target, an increase in NDPP telehealth providers 
occurred during this period and the Diabetes Self-Management Education and Support 
(DSMES) and Self-Measured Blood Pressure Monitoring (SMBP) telehealth providers 
maintained. This performance measure is composed of four aspects that need to be 
considered when interpreting this measure: 1.) DSMES telehealth program providers; 2.) 
NDPP program providers; 3) SMBP Program Providers; and 4) Community capacity and 
readiness to handle telehealth.

There were no new DSMES telehealth programs created in FY 2022; however, the ten 
programs that were established at the end of FY 2021 were maintained. The DSMES 
program is not an easy program to establish and requires a high level of commitment and 
capacity.
The increases that were demonstrated for the performance measure were made as a result 
of increases in NDPP telehealth programs. Through the development of the In It Together 
SC Value Based Payment Program, funded by the CDC's 1815 and 1817 grants, DHEC 
has invested in the development of new NDPPs to start offering the program via telehealth 
as well as for existing in-person programs to initiate telehealth cohorts. 

DHEC currently funds the SC Alliance of YMCAs to use a novel approach to implement 
their self-monitoring blood pressure program via telehealth. This is the only program that 
we have a reliable method of monitoring and is the only program that contributes to this 
performance measure. This one program has enrolled 45 participants and had 16 to 
complete as of May 2022.

Finally, DHEC has observed that telehealth, albeit a method to increase access to health 
promotion programs, has its limitations especially within rural communities. Limited access 
to broadband internet, eligible participants who may have digital literacy challenges, and 
perceived distrust of participating in programs provided in this format prevent telehealth 
from being widely accepted and hinder its uptake throughout the state.
