RATIFICATION OF ACTS 

At 4:00 P.M. the House attended in the Senate Chamber, where the following Acts and Joint Resolutions were duly ratified.


(R188) S. 23 -- Senator Mescher:  AN ACT  TO AMEND SECTION 29-15-60, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, SO AS TO REDUCE FROM SIXTY TO TEN DAYS THE TIME IN WHICH THE OWNER OF AN ANIMAL MUST SATISFY A LIEN PLACED UPON THE ANIMAL FOR EXPENSES RELATING TO COSTS ASSOCIATED WITH BOARDING OF THE ANIMAL FOR UPKEEP, REST, AND TRAINING; TO REDUCE FROM FIFTEEN TO SEVEN DAYS THE TIME PERIOD DURING WHICH THE OWNER OF THE BOARDING FACILITY MUST ADVERTISE THE SALE OF AN ANIMAL WHEN ITS OWNER FAILS TO SATISFY A LIEN FOR BOARDING AFTER NOTICE; AND TO PROVIDE THAT AN ANIMAL NOT PURCHASED AT THE ADVERTISED SALE BECOMES THE SOLE PROPERTY OF THE BOARDING FACILITY OWNER WITH ALL RIGHTS, PRIVILEGES, AND OBLIGATIONS OF OWNERSHIP INCLUDING, BUT NOT LIMITED TO, THE RIGHT TO OBTAIN A BREEDING REGISTRATION CERTIFICATE.


(R189) S. 29 -- Senators Holland and Giese:  AN ACT  TO AMEND SECTION 24-13-450, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO THE CRIME OF TAKING A HOSTAGE BY AN INMATE, SO AS TO INCREASE THE PENALTY AND REVISE THE VIOLATIONS TO WHICH THIS PROVISION APPLIES; TO AMEND SECTION 16-1-60, AS AMENDED, RELATING TO VIOLENT CRIMES, SO AS TO PROVIDE THAT THE TAKING OF A HOSTAGE BY AN INMATE IS A VIOLENT CRIME; TO AMEND SECTION 16-1-90 RELATING TO CRIMES CLASSIFIED AS FELONIES, SO AS TO PROVIDE THAT TAKING OF A HOSTAGE BY AN INMATE IS RECLASSIFIED AS A CLASS “A” FELONY; TO AMEND SECTION 17-25-45, AS AMENDED, RELATING TO LIFE IMPRISONMENT FOR A PERSON CONVICTED THREE TIMES FOR CERTAIN CRIMES, SO AS TO PROVIDE THAT TAKING OF A HOSTAGE BY AN INMATE IS A “MOST SERIOUS OFFENSE”; BY ADDING SECTION 16-3-630 SO AS TO PROVIDE PENALTIES FOR A PERSON CONVICTED OF ASSAULT UPON CERTAIN CORRECTIONAL FACILITY EMPLOYEES; BY ADDING SECTION 24-13-470 SO AS TO PROVIDE THAT ATTEMPTING TO THROW OR THROWING CERTAIN BODILY FLUIDS ON CERTAIN EMPLOYEES OF A CORRECTIONAL FACILITY IS A FELONY AND TO PROVIDE PENALTIES; TO AMEND SECTION 24-13-410, AS AMENDED, RELATING TO ESCAPING OR ATTEMPTING TO ESCAPE FROM PRISON, SO AS TO REVISE THE PENALTY; TO AMEND SECTION 24-13-440, RELATING TO CARRYING OR CONCEALING A WEAPON, SO AS TO REVISE THE PENALTY PROVISION; AND TO AMEND SECTION 44-23-1150, AS AMENDED, RELATING TO ILLEGAL SEXUAL INTERCOURSE WITH CERTAIN PATIENTS OR TRAINEES OF A STATE MENTAL HEALTH FACILITY, SO AS TO PROVIDE THAT THIS PROVISION ALSO APPLIES TO EMPLOYEES AND INMATES OF CERTAIN CORRECTIONAL FACILITIES.


(R190) S. 83 -- Senator Rose:  AN ACT  TO AMEND ARTICLE 11, CHAPTER 7, TITLE 20, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO DISPOSITION OF CASES BEFORE THE FAMILY COURT, BY ADDING SECTION 20-7-1530, SO AS TO REQUIRE THE COURT TO GIVE WEIGHT TO EVIDENCE OF DOMESTIC VIOLENCE IN DETERMINING THE CUSTODY OF MINOR CHILDREN; TO AMEND ARTICLE 11, CHAPTER 7, TITLE 20, RELATING TO DISPOSITION OF CASES BEFORE THE FAMILY COURT BY ADDING SUBARTICLE 2, SO AS TO PROVIDE FOR SPECIAL VISITATION PROVISIONS WHICH A COURT MAY ORDER WHEN AWARDING VISITATION IN CASES INVOLVING DOMESTIC AND FAMILY VIOLENCE; AND TO REQUIRE THE PERPETRATOR OF THE DOMESTIC VIOLENCE TO PAY FOR TREATMENT OF A CHILD PHYSICALLY OR PSYCHOLOGICALLY INJURED BY THE VIOLENCE; TO AMEND SECTION 16-25-70, AS AMENDED, RELATING TO WARRANTLESS ARRESTS AND SEARCHES IN CRIMINAL DOMESTIC VIOLENCE CASES, SO AS TO REVISE INFORMATION AN OFFICER MUST CONSIDER IN DETERMINING WHETHER A PERSON IS THE PRIMARY AGGRESSOR, TO REQUIRE A STATEMENT FROM THE OFFICER WHERE THE OFFICER IS NOT ABLE TO MAKE THAT DETERMINATION, AND TO AUTHORIZE THE COURT TO DISMISS CHARGES AGAINST A PARTY WHEN THE OTHER PARTY IS FOUND TO BE THE PRIMARY AGGRESSOR; AND TO AMEND SECTION 24-21-645, AS AMENDED, RELATING TO PAROLE ORDERS ISSUED BY THE BOARD OF PROBATION, PAROLE AND PARDON SERVICES, SO AS TO REQUIRE A PRISONER DENIED PAROLE, WHO AT TRIAL PRESENTED EVIDENCE OF BEING THE VICTIM OF SPOUSAL DOMESTIC VIOLENCE, REVIEWED EVERY TWELVE MONTHS RATHER THAN EVERY TWO YEARS.
