Whereas, Chief Smith was respected, admired, and loved in Horry and Georgetown Counties and throughout South Carolina, and he will be greatly missed; and 

Whereas, the members of the South Carolina General Assembly want Chief Smith’s widow, his other family members, and his many friends to know that they are uppermost in their thoughts and have the members deepest sympathy.  Now, therefore,
