Whereas, this season was the first occasion Seneca High School crowned three state champs in one season, and the “Mat Cats” were guided throughout their successful season by Coach Andrew T. Smyth; and

Whereas, the Seneca High School Wrestling Team “Mat Cats” epitomized the spirit of champions due to their competitive spirit, dedication, and desire to succeed.  Now, therefore,
