SALUTING AND THANKING DR. ROBERT E. ALEXANDER FOR HIS OUTSTANDING AND DEDICATED SERVICE AS CHANCELLOR OF THE UNIVERSITY OF SOUTH CAROLINA AIKEN, AND WISHING HIM SUCCESS AND HAPPINESS FOLLOWING HIS RETIREMENT.

Whereas, Dr. Robert E. Alexander was appointed Chancellor of the University of South Carolina Aiken (USCA) in 1983, and, from the beginning of his tenure in that office, he used his management expertise and experience with the partnership concept to magnify USCA’s vital role in the region and the Palmetto State; and
