A BILL

TO AMEND SECTION 57‑1‑320, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO THE ELECTION OF A PERSON TO THE COMMISSION OF THE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION FROM A COUNTY THAT IS DIVIDED AMONG TWO OR MORE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION DISTRICTS, AND TO TERM LIMITATIONS IMPOSED UPON DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION COMMISSION MEMBERS, SO AS TO ALLOW A COMMISSIONER TO SERVE TWO CONSECUTIVE TERMS AND TO PROVIDE THAT A RESIDENT COMMISSION MEMBER WHO COMPLETES A SECOND CONSECUTIVE TERM MUST BE REPLACED BY A PERSON WHO RESIDES IN ANOTHER COUNTY WITHIN THE DISTRICT.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION

Section 57‑1‑320 of the 1976 Code, as added by Act 181 of 1993, is amended to read:


“Section 57-1-320.
(A)
A county that is divided among two or more Department of Transportation districts, for purposes of electing a commission member, is deemed to be considered in the district which contains the largest number of residents from that county. 


(B)
No A county within a Department of Transportation district shall not have a resident commission member for more than one two consecutive term terms.  A resident commission member who completes a second consecutive term must be replaced by a person who resides in another county within the district.  and In no event shall any two persons from the same county serve as a commission member members simultaneously except as provided hereinafter.”

This act takes effect upon approval by the Governor.
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
