Whereas, John C. West was a great salesman for the State, helping to attract hundreds of millions of foreign business dollars to South Carolina and nearly five hundred new businesses; and

Whereas, John C. West was also a great protector of the State, creating the precursor to the current Office of Ocean and Coastal Resources Management to enforce a tough coastal policy considered a model for other states; and

Whereas, his pursuits took him far and wide, including Saudi Arabia as Ambassador for the United States, but when he died, former Governor West was at his home on Hilton Head Island, one of the many barrier islands he cherished as a legacy for the people of South Carolina; and

Whereas, the Kershaw County native is survived by his wife, Lois, and three children, John, Jr., Douglas Allen, and Shelton Anne, and mourned by a saddened South Carolina.  Now, therefore,
