S. 456 -- Senators Hayes, Peeler, Gregory and Short: A BILL TO AMEND ACT 470 OF 2000, RELATING TO THE ESTABLISHMENT OF ELECTION DISTRICTS FROM WHICH MEMBERS OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF ROCK HILL SCHOOL DISTRICT 3 OF YORK COUNTY ARE ELECTED, SO AS TO CLARIFY THE BOUNDARIES OF CERTAIN ELECTION DISTRICTS.

S. 457 -- Senators Hayes, Peeler, Gregory and Short: A BILL TO AMEND ACT 469 OF 2000, AS AMENDED, RELATING TO THE ESTABLISHMENT OF ELECTION DISTRICTS FROM WHICH MEMBERS OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF YORK SCHOOL DISTRICT 1 OF YORK COUNTY ARE ELECTED, SO AS TO CLARIFY THE BOUNDARIES OF CERTAIN ELECTION DISTRICTS.
