He also was a lifetime member of Alpha Phi Omega National Service Fraternity; and

Whereas, during his career as a full‑time legislator and businessman, Representative Harvin served as Chairman of the Clarendon County Democratic Party, the Majority Whip, and the Majority Leader; and

Whereas, his work did not go unnoticed by his colleagues and by South Carolina as a whole, as he was awarded the South Carolina Young Democrat Legislator of the Year Award, the South Carolina Association for the Deaf Legislator of the Year Award, and the Charleston Southern University 2000 Distinguished Alumni of the Year Award, among countless other accolades; and

Whereas, known for his strength and undying resolve to do what was best for Clarendon County and for all South Carolinians, Representative Harvin fully gave of himself until his dying day, encouraging others to work for the good of their communities as well; and

Whereas, the entire South Carolina General Assembly echoes Representative Jim Clyburn’s remark that the loss of Alex Harvin “has left a void that will be difficult to fill”; and

Whereas, Representative Harvin will live on not through the legislation he tirelessly worked to create, nor through his many awards and accomplishments, but in the lives and hearts of the many people he touched as a legislator, community leader, and friend.  Now, therefore,

Every bill before presentation shall have its title endorsed; every report, its title at length; every petition, memorial, or other paper, its prayer or substance; and, in every instance, the name of the member presenting any paper shall be endorsed and the papers shall be presented by the member to the Speaker at the desk.  After a bill or resolution has been presented and given first reading, no further names of co‑sponsors may be added.  A member may add his name to a bill or resolution or a co‑sponsor of a bill or resolution may remove his name at any time prior to the bill or resolution receiving passage on second reading.  The member or co‑sponsor shall notify the Clerk of the House in writing of his desire to have his name added or removed from the bill or resolution.  The Clerk of the House shall print the member’s or co‑sponsor’s written notification in the House Journal.  The removal or addition of a name does not apply to a bill or resolution sponsored by a committee.”
