A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION

TO REQUEST THAT THE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION NAME THE OVERPASS LOCATED ON I-95 WHERE IT INTERSECTS WITH SOUTH CAROLINA HIGHWAY 527 IN SUMTER COUNTY THE “TROOPER JONATHAN W. PARKER MEMORIAL OVERPASS”, AND TO ERECT APPROPRIATE MARKERS OR SIGNS ALONG I-95.

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives, the Senate concurring:
