A HOUSE RESOLUTION

TO EXTEND THE PRIVILEGE OF THE FLOOR OF THE SOUTH CAROLINA HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES TO BLYTHEWOOD MIDDLE SCHOOL’S PRINCIPAL, OTHER SCHOOL ADMINISTRATORS, AND DISTRICT OFFICIALS, AT A DATE AND TIME TO BE DETERMINED BY THE SPEAKER, FOR THE PURPOSE OF RECOGNIZING AND COMMENDING THE SCHOOL ON BEING NAMED A “SCHOOL TO WATCH” BY THE NATIONAL FORUM TO ACCELERATE MIDDLE‑GRADES REFORM.
