Whereas, the National Organization for Youth Safety, a non-profit coalition of youth led and youth serving national organizations, has proclaimed May as National Youth Traffic Safety Month; and

Whereas, according to various government groups and statistics, including the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration-National Center for Health Statistics, the Center for Disease Control, and the Advocates for Highway and Auto Safety, motor vehicle crashes are the leading cause of death for teenagers; and

Whereas, in 2006, over twelve percent of all drivers involved in fatal crashes were young drivers ages sixteen to nineteen years old, and sixteen percent of all drivers involved in police-reported crashes were young drivers; and

Whereas, teens are more likely than older drivers to speed, and compared with other age groups, teens have the lowest rate of safety belt use; and

Whereas, as a potential strategy to increase safety belt use among teens, education on the current safety belt laws and the consequences for safety belt violations is vital; and

Whereas, South Carolina currently has the eighth highest overall highway fatality rate in the nation; and

Whereas, promoting teen driving safety by reminding teens they are “precious cargo” and encouraging them to buckle up and slow down can have a positive effect on the youth drivers of South Carolina.  Now, therefore,

Be it resolved by the Senate, the House of Representatives concurring:

That the South Carolina General Assembly proclaim May as “Precious Cargo” Month, encouraging South Carolina teens to buckle up and slow down.

W. D. Smith: A BILL TO AMEND SECTION 12-6-3360, AS AMENDED, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO THE TARGETED JOBS TAX CREDIT, SO AS TO REVISE THE CREDIT BY REDUCING THE CLASSIFICATIONS FROM FOUR TO THREE AND REVISING THE CREDIT AMOUNTS, ELIMINATE SPECIAL DESIGNATIONS FOR CREDITS AND REQUIRE A VOTE OF AT LEAST EIGHTY PERCENT OF THE MEMBERS OF EACH HOUSE OF THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY TO SHIFT A COUNTY FROM ONE TIER TO ANOTHER, TO DELETE SPECIAL SMALL BUSINESS PROVISIONS, REDUCE THE JOB INCREASE REQUIREMENT FROM TEN TO FIVE, TO REVISE THE DEFINITION OF "NEW JOB" SO AS TO REQUIRE A TAXPAYER'S STATEWIDE JOB LOSSES TO BE CONSIDERED IN THE MAINTENANCE OF NEW JOBS FOR PURPOSES OF CLAIMING THE CREDIT, TO REVISE THE MANNER IN WHICH A PURCHASE OUT OF BANKRUPTCY GIVES RISE TO NEW JOBS AND PROVIDE THAT NEW JOBS ARE CREATED AFTER A BUSINESS HAS BEEN CLOSED FOR AT LEAST NINETY DAYS AND IS REACQUIRED AND REOPENED, TO DELETE INCREASED COUNTY DESIGNATIONS FOR COUNTIES IN WHICH A CLOSED OR REALIGNED MILITARY INSTALLATION OR FEDERAL FACILITY IS LOCATED OR WHICH ARE LOCATED WITHIN TWENTY-FIVE MILES OF AN INSTALLATION OR FACILITY, AND TO DELETE "EXTRAORDINARY RETAIL ESTABLISHMENTS" AS BEING ELIGIBLE FOR THE CREDIT; TO AMEND SECTION 12-6-3410, AS AMENDED, RELATING TO A CORPORATE INCOME TAX CREDIT FOR CORPORATE HEADQUARTERS, SO AS TO RAISE THE AMOUNT OF THE CREDIT, TO DELETE A REQUIREMENT CONCERNING WAGES WHICH MUST BE PAID TO SOUTH CAROLINA EMPLOYEES TO QUALIFY FOR THE CREDIT, TO DELETE A "COMPANY BUSINESS UNIT" AS AN ORGANIZATIONAL UNIT WHICH COMES WITHIN THE MEANING OF CORPORATE HEADQUARTERS FOR PURPOSES OF THE CREDIT, AND TO DELETE THE APPLICABILITY OF THE CREDIT TO A LIMITED LIABILITY COMPANY REGULATED UNDER THE FEDERAL POWER ACT; TO AMEND SECTION 12-6-3420, AS AMENDED, RELATING TO TAX CREDITS FOR THE CONSTRUCTION OR IMPROVEMENT OF AN INFRASTRUCTURE PROJECT, SO AS TO MAKE THE CREDIT APPLICABLE TO INDIVIDUAL INCOME TAXES, TO RAISE THE AMOUNT OF THE CREDIT AND THE AMOUNT AND TIME IT MAY BE CARRIED FORWARD, AND TO PROVIDE THAT THIS CREDIT IS ONLY AVAILABLE FOR THAT PORTION OF THE INFRASTRUCTURE WHICH IS ON PUBLIC PROPERTY THAT IS NOT OWNED OR LEASED BY THE TAXPAYER AND THAT IS NOT LOCATED ON THE SITE OF THE TAXPAYER'S FACILITY; Duncan, M. A. Pitts, Taylor and Anthony: A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION TO REQUEST THAT THE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION NAME THE BRIDGE THAT CROSSES THE ENOREE RIVER ALONG SOUTH CAROLINA HIGHWAY 56 IN LAURENS AND UNION COUNTIES "THE BATTLE OF MUSGROVE'S MILL MEMORIAL BRIDGE" AND ERECT APPROPRIATE MARKERS OR SIGNS AT THIS BRIDGE THAT CONTAIN THE WORDS "THE BATTLE OF MUSGROVE'S MILL MEMORIAL BRIDGE".

Whereas, the crucial Revolutionary War Battle of Musgrove’s Mill occurred on both the Spartanburg County and Laurens County sides of the Enoree River on August 17 and 18, 1781.  Six or more patriotic Americans were killed and buried within view of the bridge which crosses the Enoree River near this site; and

Whereas, the South Carolina Historical Marker that was erected beside the bridge which commemorated this battle disappeared during the 1930’s; and 

Whereas, it would be fitting and proper for the members of the General Assembly to commemorate this battle and honor the memory of the patriot Americans who made the ultimate sacrifice in defense of freedom by naming the bridge that crosses the Enoree River along South Carolina Highway 56 “The Battle of Musgrove’s Mill Memorial Bridge”.  Now, therefore, 

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives, the Senate concurring:

That the members of the General Assembly request that the Department of Transportation name the bridge that crosses the Enoree River along South Carolina Highway 56 in Laurens and Union counties “The Battle of Musgrove’s Mill Memorial Bridge” and erect appropriate markers or signs at this bridge that contain the words “The Battle of Musgrove’s Mill Memorial Bridge”.

Be it further resolved that a copy of this resolution be forwarded to the Department of Transportation.

The Concurrent Resolution was adopted and sent to the Senate.
