A BILL

TO AMEND SECTION 40‑13‑20, AS AMENDED, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, RELATING TO THE DEFINITION OF THE PROFESSION OF COSMETOLOGY, SO AS TO DELETE REFERENCES TO CERTAIN PRACTICES THAT CONSTITUTE THE PRACTICE OF COSMETOLOGY.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

1.
Section 40‑13‑20(2)(a) of the 1976 Code, as last amended by Act 222 of 2000, is further amended to read:


“(a)
arranging, styling, thermal curling, chemical waving, pressing, shampooing, cutting, shaping, chemical bleaching, chemical coloring, chemical relaxing, or similar work, upon the hair, wig, or hairpiece of any person, by any means, with hands or mechanical or electrical apparatus or appliances;”

This act takes effect upon approval by the Governor.
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
