Whereas, it is with great pride that the South Carolina General Assembly recognizes the laudable achievements of young people, and among those youthful accomplishments that command the greatest respect is the attaining of the rank of Eagle Scout; and

Whereas, having proved himself worthy, Ryan Thaddeus Bristow, of Lexington County, has achieved this coveted rank of Eagle Scout, an award granted to only about five percent of all Boy Scouts; and

Whereas, Ryan, son of James and Frances Bristow and a student at Brookland‑Cayce High School, was born July 2, 1993, and is a member of Mount Hebron United Methodist Church and Boy Scout Troop 331 of the Indian Waters Council; and

Whereas, for his Eagle Scout service project, he built and installed seven park benches, designed and installed three trashcan holders, landscaped three hundred fifty square feet for an outside amphitheatre, and planted twenty‑one lantanas at Claude A. Taylor Middle School in Cayce. He completed his Eagle requirements in December 2007; and
