Deletion of special meetings limitation

SECTION	1.	Section 1 of Act 201 of 1993 is amended to read:

	“Section	1.	The members of the Board of Trustees, except the chairman, of Williston School District 29 in Barnwell County shall receive one hundred dollars each month and fifty dollars for each special meeting.  The chairman shall receive one hundred and fifty dollars each month and seventy‑five dollars for each special meeting.”
