Be it resolved by the Senate, the House of Representatives concurring:

That it is the intent of the General Assembly, should the Governor take all action necessary to request and obtain the entire amount of State Fiscal Stabilization Funds available pursuant to Title XIV of HR-1 of 2009, the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009, that the General Assembly will strive to reduce the appropriation of general fund state revenue by an amount equivalent to the amount of federal funds obtained.  In determining which state appropriations to reduce, the General Assembly will consider cost savings proposed by the Governor in his Executive Budget, including the recommendations contained in the GEAR Commission report, and attempt to identify new and additional savings.
