Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION	1.	Section 56‑3‑1960(D) of the 1976 Code, as last amended by Act 24 of 2009, is further amended to read:

	“(D)	 Blue and red placards shall contain the qualified user’s photograph.  The photograph must be taken from the qualified user’s driver’s license or identification card on file with the department.  The user is permitted to cover the portion of the placard that displays the user’s photograph.  The covering must be easily removable and the photograph must be shown when it is requested by a law enforcement agency or its agents.  However, a A photograph is not required for a placard issued to an agency, organization, or facility.”

SECTION	2.	This act takes effect upon approval by the Governor.
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
