Whereas, in a sport that demands strength, stamina, speed, and agility, the Lexington Wildcats persevered game after game to post an undefeated season and to claim the school’s first state championship trophy; and

Whereas, Head Coach Steve Fryland, who has led the Lexington soccer program for eighteen years, and his skilled coaching staff capitalized on their own athletic ability and training to build a championship‑caliber team and teach these athletes lessons that will prove invaluable through life both on and off the field; and
