Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION	1.	Section 56‑5‑1030(A) of the 1976 Code is amended to read:

	“(A) No person shall wilfully without lawful authority attempt to or in fact alter, deface, injure, knock down, reposition, or remove an official traffic‑control device, a portable road closure sign or device, or a railroad sign or signal, or its inscriptions, shields, or insignia.”

SECTION	2.	This act takes effect upon approval by the Governor.
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
