Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of South Carolina:

SECTION	1.	Section 56‑1‑3350(C)(2) of the 1976 Code, as last amended by Act 147 of 2012, is further amended to read:

	“(2)	An One identification card must be issued free to a person aged seventeen years or older per issuance cycle. A five dollar fee must be charged to replace a card before its expiration date.”

SECTION	2.	This act takes effect upon approval by the Governor.
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
