TO RECOGNIZE april 26, 2024 AS “Dare to be BRAVE DAY” IN SOUTH CAROLINA.

The organization aims to spread a message of inclusion, acceptance, and kindness across the country; and

The goal of “DARE to be BRAVE Day” is to educate students on the impacts of bullying and how they can help decrease these statistics to ensure a bully‑free and safe environment; and

A unified front will equip each student with the knowledge and confidence to eradicate bullying one situation at a time; and
