Her loyalty and service to Whippers Area Tent #154 as leader (now emeritus) continue to provide a beacon of hope to many. As a faithful servant, she remains and serves as the Queen of the Royal Degree Chamber #13 of the Charleston District; and

She also served as an election day poll volunteer for several decades; and

Upon moving to Charleston in 1945, she found herself not just providing service in her home, but in the church and community as well. She was a member of Mt. Carmel Methodist Church, later joining Francis Brown Methodist Church, serving as a member of the Senior Choir, Evangelism Board, chair and secretary of the Pastor Parrish Relationship Committee, chair of Food Service, chair of the Annual Calendar Tea, chair of July Birth Month Club, secretary and president of the Trustee Board, president of the United Methodist Women, and member of the Willing Workers and Stewardess Ministry, among other roles; and
