A bill

to amend the South Carolina Code of Laws by amending Section 16‑3‑1410, relating to the Department of Crime Victim Services Training, Provider Certification, and Statistical Analysis, so as to delete a provision exempting certain crime victim service providers from basic certification requirements.

[bookmark: cs_T16C3N1410_bb3a3b97b][bookmark: ss_T16C3N1410S2_lv1_029811e71]		(2) Crime victim service providers, serving in public or private nonprofit programs and employed on the effective date of this article, are exempt from basic certification requirements but must meet annual continuing education requirements to maintain certification. Crime victim service providers, serving in public or private nonprofit programs and employed after the effective date of this article, are required to complete the basic certification requirements within one year from the date of employment and to meet annual continuing education requirements to maintain certification throughout their employment.
