The show, a three-part work of performance art, explored the mystery of the unknown and the drive to explore, and the show featured the musical selections, “Rest” by Frank Ticheli, “Canyon” by Philip Glass, and “Survivor,” arranged by Jay Bocook and Vince Oliver; and
