Students demonstrate their knowledge and understanding of constitutional principles and have opportunities to evaluate, take, and defend positions on relevant historical and contemporary issues.  Volunteer attorneys throughout the State help to judge the day‑long, simulated Congressional hearing in which students “testify” before a panel of judges; and

The competition challenges students to demonstrate knowledge of United States history and American government, with a specific emphasis on the United States Constitution; and

The questions are divided among the team members each of whom has an assigned unit for which to prepare answers to the questions beforehand.  At the competition, the team members sit across from judges and give their prepared answers and then answer questions from the judges; and
