All overtime income of an individual taxpayer is exempt from the tax imposed pursuant to this chapter and may not be included in South Carolina taxable income. The department may require the taxpayer to provide information necessary for proper administration of this section. In implementing this exemption, the department shall ensure that no state taxes are withheld on overtime income.
