[bookmark: ns_T56C5N4160_5f42216b8][bookmark: ss_T56C5N4160SN_lv1_f064a9b02][bookmark: open_doc_here]	(N) Any motor vehicle that is primarily powered by means of an electric battery shall be allowed to exceed the gross, single axle, tandem axle, or bridge formula weight limits, including tolerances, by no more than two thousand pounds each individually weighed, up to a maximum gross vehicle weight of eighty‑two thousand pounds. This provision also applies on the interstate as allowed by federal law.
